Executive Director, Heritage Victoria

Mr John Hawker, Heritage Officer (Horticulture) appeared on behalf of the Executive Director.
Owner
The Domain Parklands is Crown Land. Mr Peter Lovell and Ms Kate Gray of Lovell Chen Architects & Heritage Consultants appeared on behalf of the City of Melbourne, which is the committee of management for the majority of the place. Mr Rob Adams, Ms Angela Hill, Ms Elizabeth Alcorn and Mr Ian Shears of the City of Melbourne also appeared.
Rotary Club of Melbourne
Professor Ian Ferguson and Mr Alan Threader appeared on behalf of the Rotary Club of Melbourne (‘Rotary’).
Written submissions

A written submission was received from the Royal Botanic Gardens Melbourne.
The City of Melbourne provided a letter in support of the recommendation from the National Council of Women in Victoria. A letter from Victoria Police noting that they did not wish to make a submission was also provided.

A written submission was received from Arts Victoria following the hearing. This was forwarded to all parties on 26 February 2013 and no objections were made to the Committee considering this submission.
Introduction/background
The Place
1 The Domain Parklands, Melbourne includes a number of reserves in the area bounded by St Kilda Road to the west, the Yarra River to the north, Anderson Street to the east and Domain Road to the south. These reserves include Alexandra Gardens, Alexandra Park, Queen Victoria Gardens, King's Domain North and King's Domain South.

2 Other areas within the precinct that are excluded from the place as they are already listed on the Victorian Heritage Register (‘the Register’) are:

· Shrine of Remembrance (H0848)
· Royal Botanic Gardens (H1459)
· Government House Complex (H1620)
· Sidney Myer Music Bowl (H1772)

· La Trobe’s Cottage (H1076)

· Melbourne University Boat Club Shed (H0682)

· Queen Victoria Memorial (H0369)

· Marquis of Linlithgow Memorial (H0366)

· Boer War Monument (H0382)

· Former Observatory Site (H1087).
3 A large part of the Domain Parklands is in a Heritage Overlay in the Melbourne Planning Scheme as HO6 (South Yarra Precinct). This includes HO14 (Aboriginal Burial Site, Kings Domain). The area between Boathouse Drive and the Yarra River containing a number of boat houses is excluded from the Heritage Overlay.
Nominations

4 As outlined above, the place surrounds or is adjacent to a number of places already included in the Register.

5 In 1998, the Old Wooden Stable Building in the Domain was nominated by the National Trust of Australia (Victoria) (‘the Trust’). The Trust requested a hearing after the Executive Director recommended that the place not be included in the Register. The Trust withdrew their request on the condition that the Stable would be included in a future assessment of the entire Domain Parklands.

6 The Domain Parklands was nominated by the Executive Director on 19 April 2012.
Recommendation of the Executive Director 

7 On 18 May 2012, the Executive Director recommended that the place be included in the Register.

8 Submissions objecting to the permit policy and exemptions for the place were received from the City of Melbourne and Rotary Club of Melbourne. Pursuant to s41 of the Heritage Act 1995 (‘the Heritage Act’) the Heritage Council determined the matter with a hearing.

Site Inspection

9 The Committee inspected the site on 21 February 2013 accompanied by the Hearings Officer and Mr Glenn MacColl of the City of Melbourne’s Park Services. No submissions were received during the course of the inspection.

Preliminary Matters
Submission matrix
10 With the agreement of all parties to the hearing, the chair tabled a matrix prepared by the Committee setting out the content of written submissions received.

Direction issued to Executive Director
11 The Committee advised at the conclusion of the hearing that a direction would be issued to the Executive Director. By letter dated 26 February 2013, the Committee directed that, in consultation with the City of Melbourne and the Royal Botanic Gardens (in relation to the Children’s Garden), a detailed description of the plantings to be included in the extent of registration for the place should be prepared. This should include:

· map(s) of areas of vegetation of primary and contributory significance (including avenues, rows and groups of trees or shrubs), cross referenced to a detailed list (by species) of the significant or contributory plants in these areas

· a list of significant and contributory individual specimen trees or other plants, with an accompanying map or maps showing their location
12 The Committee recognised that consensus may not be able to be achieved in relation to all potentially significant or contributory vegetation. It sought the submission of a proposal that was generally acceptable to all parties, noting those matters still unresolved. It advised that these would be dealt with via supplementary submissions.

13 The Committee also requested further information on the proposal to identify the Melbourne Grammar Boat House as a significant building within the registered place (see pages 7 and 8 of this report).

14 A response to the direction was received from the Executive Director on 29 April 2013 enclosing a letter from the City of Melbourne dated 23 April 2013 and advising that the task outlined in the direction letter was not able to be undertaken in the time allowed. The City of Melbourne requested that the Committee consider either deferring its decision until a Conservation Management Plan (‘CMP’) and Master Plan were prepared or proceeding to register in a form that did not specifically reference an extent of registration for plantings. The Executive Director was supportive of the Heritage Council proceeding to registration with the expectation that the policy and exemptions could be varied when the CMP and Master Plan are available.

15 A letter from the City of Melbourne further clarifying their position was received on 30 April 2013.

Late material

16 Further information about specific trees in Rotary Park was received from Rotary in May 2013. This was not included in the Committee’s consideration but will be provided to the City of Melbourne to assist in the preparation of a Conservation Management Plan.
Issues
17 This section is not intended to be a complete record of submissions that were made to the Committee. It is a summary of what the Committee considers to be the key issues, followed by an explanation of the position the Committee takes on each issue.

18 Any reference to Criteria refers to the ‘Heritage Council Criteria for Assessment of Places of Cultural Heritage Significance’ (see Attachment 1 to this report). The Committee acknowledges that it is possible for values to contribute to more than one Criterion. The Committee has therefore assigned submissions to the Criteria that it believes to be relevant, as in some instances parties have addressed the same issue, but applied different Criteria.
Summary of issues

19 The City of Melbourne supported the inclusion of the place in the Register but proposed amendments to the extent of registration, permit policy and exemptions. A number of amendments to allow for more effective management of the place without compromising its heritage values were proposed, consistent with arrangements at other heritage gardens managed by the City of Melbourne.

20 Rotary also supported the inclusion of the place in the Register but requested greater recognition of the role of the Rotary Club in Victoria and of Rotary Park, located in the southeast corner of the place.

21 The Executive Director agreed with some of the proposed changes, and submitted her own amendments to the statement of significance, extent of registration, permit policy and exemptions.

22 The Royal Botanic Gardens and Arts Victoria supported the proposal to include the Domain Parklands in the Register.
Extent of Registration
23 The parties disagreed to some degree about the appropriate extent of registration for the place and about the way in which significant elements of the place, particularly trees and other vegetation, were dealt with in the description of the extent.

Submissions and evidence

24 The City of Melbourne was broadly supportive of the recommended extent of registration reflecting the parklands reserved in the mid-nineteenth century. However, Mr Lovell argued that the significance of the place derives in large part from its history of incorporating diverse places, and submitted that an alternative way of addressing the issue of registered places within the Domain would be to register the Domain in its entirety with wholesale permit exemptions for the registered places. 

25 The City of Melbourne also submitted that the Queen Victoria and Linlithgow Memorials could be removed from the Register in their own rights as it would be more appropriate to include them in the Domain Parklands registration. The City of Melbourne also proposed that the Boer War Memorial could be registered as an object, given it has been moved.

26 The City of Melbourne pointed out that that La Trobe’s Cottage is registered without land and that the parcel of land upon which the cottage sits is shown as excluded from the Domain Parklands extent, probably in error.

27 The Executive Director and the Royal Botanic Gardens submitted that the triangular area of land between the Gardens and the Former Melbourne Observatory, the Ian Potter Foundation Children’s Garden, should be excluded from the extent of registration. The City of Melbourne was generally supportive of the inclusion of this portion in the Domain Parklands extent; however, their preference was for this portion to be incorporated into the Royal Botanic Gardens registration. The Executive Director argued that the place has no heritage value in connection with the Royal Botanic Gardens.

28 The City of Melbourne submitted that the excised area of land at the intersection with the Swan Street Bridge should be included in the extent of registration.

Trees and Plantings

29 The Royal Botanic Gardens supported the City of Melbourne’s initial proposal that the extent should be amended to only include the planting that is identified as significant in the ‘Domain Parklands Conservation Analysis’ prepared by John Patrick Pty Ltd dated October 2003 (‘the Conservation Analysis’). It was submitted that the phrase ‘all of the planting in the Domain’ is misleading and would see plantings with no heritage significance included in the registration.

30 The Executive Director proposed amending the ‘General’ section of the extent of registration to include ‘All of the trees and palms including avenues, rows and individuals growing in the Domain Parklands including the following species’. The Executive Director provided a list of species that had been identified and submitted that listing species in this way is consistent with the approach taken for the registration of the Royal Exhibition Building and Carlton Gardens (H1501).
31 The City of Melbourne ultimately submitted that it may be appropriate for the extent of registration not to explicitly reference plantings at all, but to describe valued landscape characteristics. It was submitted that a description of significant trees and plantings could be more appropriately located in the statement of significance.

Roads and paths

32 The City of Melbourne sought greater clarity in relation to roadways and paths and submitted that the extent of registration should be revised to identify roads, paths and path systems of primary and contributory significance. 

33 The City of Melbourne preferred that roads be distinguished in the extent from paths and the Tan and listed as follows:

· P1 Paths

· P2 The Tan

· P3 Roadways

34 The Executive Director submitted that the extent of registration should include the following roads: Boathouse, Government House and Dallas Brooks Drives; and Anzac, Linlithgow, Birdwood and Alexandra Avenues and that Allotment S, Allotments 2063, 2066 and 2067 (Dallas Brooks Drive) and Allotment 2009 (Anderson Street path) South Yarra, Parish of Melbourne South should be added to the extent.

Features
35 The City of Melbourne and the Executive Director agreed that the Sybil Howy Irving tree should be noted as a feature when location information is provided by the City of Melbourne. The City of Melbourne also supported the proposal to include the Brick Drains/Perimeter Brick Channel in the extent of registration.

36 The City of Melbourne submitted that the following items should be removed from the list of features given their limited significance or relatively recent construction:

· Tilly Aston Bell
· Maltese George Cross memorial
· Australian Hellenic war memorial
· Walker fountain
· Victoria Police memorial
· Edward ‘Weary’ Dunlop memorial statue
· Edward Honey memorial
· Rotary seat.
37 The Executive Director held that the circular iron seat should be included as it is a rare example and contributes to the significance of the place. The City of Melbourne opposed this suggestion.

Rotary Park
38 The Executive Director submitted that Rotary Park is sufficiently recognised in the extent of registration. The land and trees are recommended for inclusion and the Rotary Seat is listed as feature F35 in the extent. As noted above, the City of Melbourne submitted that the Rotary Seat should be removed from the extent of registration.

Discussion and conclusion

39 The Committee is sympathetic to the idea put forward by Mr Lovell to register the entire extent of the Domain Parklands, including the already registered places; however, consideration of this registration is restricted to the recommended extent that was advertised by the Executive Director.
40 The Committee finds that the triangle of land at the Swan Street Bridge, the land under La Trobe’s Cottage and the land that is currently the Children’s Garden should be included in the extent of registration on the basis that they are historically part of the Domain Parklands. Inclusion of the Children’s Garden in the Botanic Gardens registration is considered to be inappropriate, as this area is not historically connected to the Botanic Gardens.

41 The Committee was not provided with any information, other than the Executive Director’s advice regarding the Melbourne Grammar Boat House, on which to assess the level of cultural heritage significance of the boat houses and the land upon which they are located north of Boathouse Drive. The Committee has therefore decided to exclude this portion of land from the Registration.

42 In terms of identifying particular buildings and features in the extent of registration, the Committee has identified those that contribute to the significance of the place. The Committee determines to include the places listed by the Executive Director, including the Tilly Aston Bell, Maltese George Cross memorial, Australian Hellenic war memorial, Walker fountain, Victoria Police memorial, Edward ‘Weary’ Dunlop memorial statue, Edward Honey memorial, circular iron seat and Rotary seat. The Committee determines not to include specific reference to trees and plantings in the extent of registration, pending further work to define significant and contributory vegetation.

43 The Committee finds that that Allotment S, Allotments 2063, 2066 and 2067 (Dallas Brooks Drive) and South Yarra, Parish of Melbourne South should be added to the extent. The Committee took the view that the footpath of Anderson Street was not a significant aspect of the place and did not include Allotment 2009, which also covers the roadway of Anderson Street.

44 The Extent of Registration and associated map have been updated to reflect the Committee’s decisions.
Criterion A - Importance to the course, or pattern of Victoria’s cultural history

45 The parties were in broad agreement about the historical significance of the place.

Submissions and evidence

46 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain Parklands has important associations with the early settlement of Melbourne and the foundation of British colonial administration in Victoria. She argued that a number of buildings on the site are illustrative of the variety of activities that took place within the parklands.

47 Rotary submitted that Rotary Park is a significant part of the cultural history of Victoria. It was submitted that the Rotary Club of Melbourne was the first club established in Australia and progressively chartered many more clubs in Victoria and Australia. The Committee heard that Rotary has gone on to play a very significant role in supporting worthy and charitable causes in Victoria and further afield. It was argued that Rotary Park serves as a reminder to the users of the park of the role that Rotary plays in helping others.

Discussion and conclusion

48 The Committee finds that Criterion A is satisfied. The Committee agrees with the Executive Director that the Domain Parklands has important associations with the early settlement of Melbourne and the foundation of British colonial administration in Victoria. The Committee also agrees that a number of buildings on the site are illustrative of the variety of activities that took place within the parklands.

Criterion B - Possession of uncommon, rare or endangered aspects of Victoria’s cultural history
49 The parties did not dispute the Executive Director’s assessment of the place against Criterion B. 

Submissions and evidence

50 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain Parklands feature plants from many genera which are rare or uncommon in Victoria, and are outstanding examples of their species. Ulmus is a genus of international value due to widespread loss in the northern hemisphere due to Dutch Elm Disease. The Cupressus cultivars, Schinus terebinthifolius, Grevillea hilliana, Alectryon excelsus, Syncarpia glomifera, Rapanea howittiana, Juniperus virginiana and Elaeodendron croceum are rarely grown in Victoria. The Executive Director’s representative also told the hearing that there are several examples of Eucalyptus camaldulensis within the Domain that pre-date the establishment of Melbourne.
Discussion and conclusion

51 The Committee finds that Criterion B is satisfied for the reasons put forward by the Executive Director.

Criterion C - Potential to yield information that will contribute to an understanding of Victoria’s cultural history
52 The parties did not dispute the Executive Director’s assessment of the place against Criterion C.
Submissions and evidence

53 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain Parklands has the potential to contain historical archaeological deposits, features and/or objects associated with previous activities and uses. This may include archaeological material associated with such sites as the former Immigrants' Home and the Engineers' Depot. 

Discussion and conclusion

54 The Committee finds that Criterion C is satisfied for the reasons put forward by the Executive Director.
Criterion E - Importance in exhibiting particular aesthetic characteristics
55 The parties were in broad agreement about the aesthetic significance of the place.
Submissions and evidence

56 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain Parklands is of aesthetic importance for its extensive scale and collection of landscape styles and features. It was submitted that the Domain has contrasting informal and formal areas, layers of 19th and 20th century character and features such as statuary, monuments, numerous vistas and views and picturesque boulevards and avenues, including Alexandra Avenue with its innovative design. Landmark views, according to the Executive Director, include the view of the Yarra River from Alexandra Avenue, glimpses of the tower of Government House and the view of the Shrine from Swanston Street and St Kilda Road.

57 The Executive Director also submitted that a number of buildings and structures in the Domain Parklands are of architectural note, including the Janet Lady Clarke Memorial, the Electricity Substation, the Stapely Pavilion and the Melbourne Grammar Boat House.

58 On 8 April 2013, the Executive Director submitted further information about the Melbourne Grammar Boat House. She advised that as it has not been individually nominated for inclusion in the Register, it has not been assessed in its own right nor has comparative analysis been undertaken. Nevertheless, she submitted that it has some architectural significance for the following reasons:

· Built in 1953, it is an example of an early commission for eminent architectural firm of Mockridge, Stahle & Mitchell, which 'demonstrated a mediation between regionalism and modernism'.
 Photographs were taken by Peter Wille after completion and are in the State Library Pictures Collection.

· It was included in the Royal Victorian Institute of Architects Guide to Victorian Architecture in 1956 - a list of the best buildings constructed in Melbourne up to that time - and was one of the few buildings listed to be illustrated with a full-page photo.

· It is included in the Victorian Chapter of the Australian Institute of Architects register of notable 20th Century Architecture (available online).

59 For the above reasons, the Executive Director considered that the boat house has architectural significance and contributes to the significance of the Domain. According to the Executive Director, early photos show that the boat house remains extremely intact externally; however, the interior was not inspected and the Executive Director argued on this basis that internal controls could not be justified.

60 In relation to Criterion E, Rotary submitted that Rotary Park contains some native species from von Mueller’s plantings and an eclectic mixture of other species from Australia and abroad. According to Rotary, it is a sylvan landscape of great charm and historic symbolism.
Discussion and conclusion

61 The Committee finds that Criterion E is satisfied in relation to the aesthetic significance of the Domain Parklands’ landscapes (including Rotary Park) and the following buildings and structures: the Janet Lady Clarke Memorial, the Electricity Substation and the Stapely Pavilion. 

62 As noted above, the Committee determines to exclude the boat houses from the extent of registration. Evaluation of the Melbourne Grammar Boat House and the other adjoining boat houses to enable the appropriate level of heritage protection to be identified is strongly supported.
Criterion G - Strong or special association with a particular community or cultural group for social, cultural or spiritual reasons. This includes the significance of a place to Indigenous peoples as part of their continuing and developing cultural traditions

63 The parties were in broad agreement about the social significance of the place.

Submissions and evidence

64 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain Parklands is of social significance for the highly valued recreational role it holds for Melbourne residents and visitors, as a key venue for walking, cycling, rowing, jogging along the Tan, and the setting for major outdoor events such as concerts at the Sidney Myer Music Bowl, Anzac Day ceremonies, the Moomba Festival and rowing regattas.

65 The Executive Director submitted that the Aboriginal reburial site is of social significance to Victoria’s Aboriginal communities as a commemorative site of remembrance. She submitted that the unprovenanced skeletal remains represent 38 Victorian Aboriginal tribes.

66 Rotary submitted that Rotary Park has special associations for all Victorian and Australian Rotarians because its aesthetic characteristics have been developed to emulate the Rotary Wheel with plaques recognising distinguished Rotary members.
Discussion and conclusion

67 The Committee notes that some of the activities and places identified by the Executive Director in her submissions relate to areas outside the place under consideration, such as the Sidney Myer Music Bowl and the Shrine of Remembrance. However, it is accepted that the broader Domain Parklands also contribute to the experience of attending events or commemorations held in these other areas.

68 The Committee finds that Criterion G is satisfied for the following reasons:

· The Domain Parklands is of social significance for the highly valued recreational opportunities it provides for Melbourne residents and visitors, as a key venue for walking, cycling, jogging along the Tan and as a place of relaxation and serenity adjacent to the city.

· The Aboriginal reburial site is significant to Victoria’s Aboriginal communities as a commemorative site.

· The Rotary Garden is significant to members of Rotary International in Victoria and to visiting Rotarians from elsewhere in Australia or the world.

Criterion H - Special association with the life or works of a person, or group of persons, of importance in Victoria’s history

69 The parties were in broad agreement about the significance of the place when assessed against Criterion H. 

Submissions and evidence

70 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain Parklands has an association with Ferdinand von Mueller, Government Botanist (1853-96) and first Director of the Royal Botanic Gardens (1857-73), who established the initial layout and planting of the Domain. The Executive Director also submitted that the Domain has an association with William Guilfoyle, Mueller's successor as Director who was responsible for the late 19th century layout and planting of the Domain and Government House to Joseph Sayce's plan.

71 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain has associations with Carlo Catani, Chief Engineer of the Public Works Department, who was the main influence in the design of Alexandra Avenue, Alexandra Gardens and the Queen Victoria Gardens and Hugh Linaker, prolific public landscape designer in Victoria.

72 The Executive Director submitted that the Domain has a strong association with important figures associated with Victoria's history including a number of monarchs with memorial statues of Queen Victoria, Edward VII and George IV and the first Governor General, the Marquis of Linlithgow. Other statues of important figures in Victorian history include Sir John Monash, Field Marshall Thomas Albert Blamey and Sir Edward 'Weary' Dunlop.

73 Rotary submitted that a red granite seat in Rotary Park commemorates Paul Harris, the founder of Rotary, and Angus Mitchell, the first Australian to be elected president of Rotary International.
Discussion and conclusion

74 The Committee finds that Criterion H is satisfied for the place’s associations with von Mueller, Guilfoyle, Catani and Linaker.

Statement of Significance 

75 The parties suggested amendments to the recommended statement of significance.

Submissions and evidence

76 Rotary submitted that Rotary Park warrants more explicit recognition in the description of the Domain Parklands given the historic and major role that Rotary has played in Victoria. They submitted that the relationship of the design of the Park to the Rotary Wheel should be acknowledged in the Statement of Significance.

77 The Executive Director proposed the following amendment to the Statement of Significance to further recognise the importance of Rotary:

Also in 1935, part of the Domain Parkland was dedicated to honour the work of Rotary International, an organisation which has played a significant role in supporting charitable causes in Victoria and elsewhere. About 45 trees have been planted to commemorate distinguished Rotarians or mark a significant Rotary event in recognition of the significant community role Rotary has made in Victoria.

78 The City of Melbourne noted that not all of the trees that bear Rotary plaques have been planted by Rotary. The Rotary representatives confirmed at the hearing that some trees that were already on the site have been dedicated to notable Rotarians.

79 The City of Melbourne submitted that there are no longer any rows or avenues of poplars in the Domain and that these references should be removed. As noted above, the City of Melbourne ultimately submitted that significant trees and plantings should be identified in the statement of significance. The City of Melbourne’s preferred approach is to list specific plants or groupings, based on an assessment of significance, as opposed to a broad brush approach to listing by species.

80 The City of Melbourne submitted that all of the registered buildings and structures ‘contribute to the significance of the place’, rather than all being ‘integral to the significance of the place’.

Discussion and conclusion

81 The Committee agrees that Rotary Park deserves greater recognition in line with the Executive Director’s suggestion and that this should include the information about the design of the park, as suggested by Rotary.

82 Until such time as an updated Conservation Management Plan is prepared for the Domain, the Committee recognises that it is not possible to list significant and contributory vegetation in the degree of detail that is desirable (given that the ‘extent’ does not specify particular vegetation). Descriptions of the vegetation in the draft statement of significance are inconsistent, with botanical names being used in the ‘What is significant?’ section and common names in the assessment against criteria in the ‘Why is it significant?’ section. In the amended version of the statement of significance in Attachment (2) the latter list has been converted to botanical names, in the interests of consistency.

83 The Committee agrees with the City of Melbourne that the registered buildings and structures ‘contribute to the significance of the place’.

84 The statement of significance has been amended in accordance with the Committee’s decision and is at Attachment 2 to this report.
Permit Policy and Permit Exemptions
85 The parties disagreed about the appropriate permit policy and exemptions for the place.

Submissions and evidence
Permit Policy

86 The City of Melbourne submitted minor amendments to the permit policy. The Executive Director did not propose any further amendments to the policy.

Landscape
87 The City of Melbourne submitted that to provide consistency, the landscape permit exemptions for the Domain should be aligned with other gardens and parks in the City of Melbourne included in the Register. The following permit exemptions were proposed:

The process of gardening, including mowing, hedge clipping, annual bedding displays and Floral Clock planting, removal of dead plants and replanting which retains the historic landscape character, disease and weed control, mulching and maintenance to care for existing plants and lawns.

For rows, avenues and specimen trees specified in the extent of registration, replanting of the same species in the same general location.

For unregistered trees and other plantings, removal as required and new or replacement planting which conserves and is consistent with the significant landscape character and values.

New or replacement planting which conserves and is consistent with the significant landscape character and values.
88 The Executive Director largely agreed with the changes proposed and submitted that the first dot point of the Landscape Permit Exemptions could be amended to be consistent with the approach taken at the Carlton Gardens:

The process of gardening, including mowing, hedge clipping, annual bedding displays and Floral Clock planting, removal and replanting dead or diseased plants (excluding trees) to retain the historic landscape character, disease and weed control, fertilising and mulching, and maintenance to care for plants and lawns.

89 In her letter of 29 April 2013, the Executive Director submitted that dot points 3 and 4 under the Landscape permit exemptions could be revised to read:
Removal of dead or dangerous trees and emergency tree works to maintain public safety and to protect buildings and structures providing the Executive Director is notified within 21 days of the removal or works occurring.

Replanting the same plant species, or an approved species, in the same location or area, which conserves the significant landscape character and values including specimen trees and palms, avenues, rows, shrubberies, rose and flower beds, ferns and lawns.
Other exemptions
90 The City of Melbourne proposed a number of additional permit exemptions. The Executive Director largely agreed with the proposal and submitted that the following permit policy and permit exemptions should be included:

Event Permit Policy:

All works associated with the staging of events must comply with the Melbourne Event Planning Guide, December 2011, available at www.melbourne.vic.gov.au/enterprisemelbourne/events/events/Pages/Guide.aspx

Permit Exemptions:

Events: 

All events and associated infrastructure that have no impact on buildings, structures and features, trees and beds, and is outside the tree protection zone are permitted for a period of up to 8 days.
Events of a longer period or having the potential to impact on trees, beds, lawns, buildings and features will require the submission of a management plan to be approved by the Executive Director.  In this case the event would normally be considered under the Minor Works provisions of the permit exemptions and s66(3) Heritage Act 1995.

Road Works:

Permit Exemption recommendation: All works to maintain the existing roadway and road safety including road maintenance, kerb and channel repairs, road marking and traffic signs.

This should be amended to:  All works to maintain the existing roadway and road safety including road maintenance, kerb and channel repairs, road marking, speed humps, pedestrian refuges and splitter islands within the existing roadway, and the installation of pedestrian crossings, traffic signs, signals, fire hydrants, parking meters and post boxes outside the tree protection zone.

Park furniture:

Include in Permit Exemptions: Installation of standard City of Melbourne park furniture, including seats, bins, signage, bollards, lights and drinking fountains outside tree protection zone, monument and statue settings and significant view lines.
91 The City of Melbourne held that events up to 14 days should be permit exempt.

92 The City of Melbourne preferred that the words ‘outside the tree protection zone’ be removed from the Road Works exemptions.

93 The Botanic Gardens supported the City of Melbourne’s request that permit exemptions be made for the installation of park furniture including bins, seats, signage and drinking fountains.
94 Rotary requested that a specific permit exemption be included to allow for the continued use of the existing plaque design to label trees.

95 The City of Melbourne sought clarity on whether the permit exemptions for ‘Buildings and Structures’ related to buildings only or also to structures and submitted that the removal or relocation of all non-registered built features should be permit exempt. It was also submitted that consideration should be given to a permit exemption for relocation of specified registered features, where they have been relocated previously and their location is not integral to significance being the Drinking fountain (F14) and the Edith Cavell memorial (F34).

96 The City of Melbourne suggested a general exemption for repair and maintenance to hard landscaping elements. They also argued that conservation works to registered features should also be permit exempt, providing they are undertaken with appropriate specialist advice.

97 The Executive Director did not support the City of Melbourne’s request that the permit exemptions should allow the removal or relocation of memorial items and sculpture. In her view, these works would require a permit.

Discussion and conclusion

98 After considering the submissions outlined above, the Committee has amended the permit policy and exemptions (see Attachment 3).
Conclusion

99 The Committee finds that the Domain Parklands is of historical, archaeological, aesthetic, architectural, scientific (horticultural) and social significance to the State of Victoria. It meets the significance threshold for inclusion in the Victoria Heritage Register according to the Heritage Council's criteria A, B, C, E, G, and H.

100 Changes made to the Statement of Significance and Extent of Registration, are summarised in the relevant sections above. These changes and alterations to the Permit Policy and Permit Exemptions are also highlighted in Attachments 2 to 4 to this report.
101 The Committee recommends the preparation, as soon as is practicable, of a Conservation Management Plan and Master Plan for the place with a particular focus on identifying and managing significant trees and plantings. This should take into account the information supplied by Rotary, after the hearing, concerning the trees in Rotary Park.

102 The Committee recommends that the Executive Director consider removing the Queen Victoria and Linlithgow Memorials from the Register in their own right and nominating them for inclusion in the Domain Parklands registration.

103 The Committee also recommends that the Executive Director give consideration to registering the Boer War Memorial as an object, given it has been moved from its original site.

104 The Committee recommends that the City of Melbourne commission an evaluation of the heritage significance of the Melbourne Grammar Boat House and the other adjoining boat houses, to identify the appropriate level of protection that should be applied to them through the Melbourne Planning Scheme or the Victorian Heritage Register.

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ATTACHMENT 2

Statement of Significance

What is significant?
The Domain Parklands includes a number of reserves in the area bounded by St Kilda Road to the west, the Yarra River to the north, Anderson Street to the east and Domain Road to the south. These reserves include Alexandra Gardens, Alexandra Park, Queen Victoria Gardens, King's Domain North and King's Domain South.

The high ground south of the Yarra River overlooking Melbourne was reserved in 1841 as parkland for a future vice-regal residence. This area also included the Royal Botanic Gardens (VHR H1459), which were set aside in 1846. Soon after Baron Sir Ferdinand von Mueller was appointed the first Director of the Royal Botanic Gardens in 1857, he commenced improvements to transform the Domain reserve between the Gardens and Princes Bridge into a public park. He gradually extended the area under his charge to include all the land bounded by the Yarra River, St Kilda Road, Domain Road and Anderson Street. 

Portions of the Domain were set aside for both temporary and permanent uses, including an Immigrants' Home in the northern area (demolished 1913) and an Observatory (VHR H1087) and associated houses, a Botanical Museum (demolished) and stables in the southern section. The latter were constructed in 1859 to accommodate camels for the Bourke and Wills expedition the following year. The stables were never used for this purpose as the camels were housed at the Parliament House stables, and later Royal Park, the expedition's departure point. The building was used to stable horses used by the Botanic Gardens and for storage, and later as an office.

After von Mueller's departure in 1873, a plan was drawn up for the Domain by Joseph Sayce with curving paths and drives, spacious lawns, vistas and an ornamental lake. The plan was aimed at transforming von Mueller's pine and eucalypt forest into a more picturesque setting for Government House (VHR H1620). The works were adapted and implemented by renowned landscape gardener William Guilfoyle, curator of the various reserves, and included the formation of South Yarra Drive (later Birdwood Avenue), Government House Drive and the planting of avenues of trees. 

Engineer Carlo Catani was involved in the development of significant new features in the Domain. In 1896, major works were carried out in the northern areas of the Domain to control flooding of the Yarra River. Excavated material was used to fill the lagoons and raise the level of low lying land on the south bank and in 1901 a new boulevard, Alexandra Avenue, was constructed along the river bank. Its innovative design by Catani featured four separate lanes across its 200 foot width. Catani also appears to have designed the Alexandra Gardens which were laid out in c1904 between Princes Bridge and an engineers' depot. These gardens included a star-shaped flower bed, part of which remains, and extensive rockwork. The Henley Lawn developed to the east as rowing gained in popularity from 1904 and the Victorian Rowing Association War Memorial (1924) and Oarsmen's Memorial Judge's Box (1930) were erected. 

Rockwork for both ornamentation and the definition of garden beds and roadways were a feature of Catani's designs, and the newly constructed road around the north-west boundary of the Government House Reserve (later Linlithgow Avenue) included rockery fountains at either end. A triangular site to the south of the new Alexandra Gardens was chosen as the location for Queen Victoria's memorial statue (VHR H0369) which was unveiled in 1907. A committee, including Carlo Catani, designed the surrounding Queen Victoria Gardens which were not completed until 1913 when the former Immigrants' Home was demolished and the area it occupied incorporated into the Gardens. Lakes were formed and memorials to Janet Lady Clarke (1913) and King Edward VII (1911-1920) erected. A new recreation reserve incorporating these new roads and gardens was created in 1904 and named Alexandra Park.

After the First World War, land in the south west corner of the Domain was chosen as the site for the Shrine of Remembrance (VHR H0848). In 1933, 17 hectares of the Government House Reserve adjoining the Shrine were added to the Domain and became known as the King's Domain. 

Hugh Linaker's design of the King’s Domain with its avenue plantings, winding pathways and lawn areas with scattered specimen trees struck a balance between the strong geometry and regimented planting of the Shrine and Guilfoyle's picturesque landscaping around Government House. Linaker's work included the design of such distinctive elements as a rockery and fern gully, a stone bridge, arbor seats and pond and a Pioneer Women's Garden to commemorate the State's pioneer women as part of Melbourne's Centenary celebrations in 1935. Also in 1935, part of the Domain Parkland was dedicated to honour the work of Rotary International, an organisation which has played a significant role in supporting charitable causes in Victoria and elsewhere. About 45 trees have been planted or dedicated to commemorate distinguished Rotarians or mark a significant Rotary event in recognition of the significant community role Rotary has made in Victoria. The design of the Rotary Park garden reflects the shape of the organisation’s emblem – the Rotary Wheel. The former riding tan established in 1901 as part of Alexandra Avenue was extended to the Shrine in 1935 and developed further into a jogging and walking circuit in the 1970s. La Trobe's cottage (VHR H1076), relocated to the King's Domain in 1963, was relocated again within the parklands in 1999.
The Domain Parklands contain a number of well established and intact avenues and groups of trees to create a landscape of outstanding quality and diversity. There are avenues, rows and/or specimen trees of Ulmus, Platanus, Populus, Quercus, Ficus, Eucalyptus, Corymbia, Angophora, Callitris, Agathis, Schinus, Juniperus, Pittosporum, Erythrina, Rapanea, Brachychiton, Elaeodendron, Calodendrum, Cedrus, Pinus, Cupressus, Araucaria, Olea, Cinnamomum, Magnolia, Grevillea, Fraxinus, Alectryon, Agonis, Syncarpia, Syzygium, Lophostemon, Lagunaria, and Butia, Phoenix and Washingtonia palms. The wide variety of tree forms, evergreen, deciduous trees providing autumn colour, leaf shapes and palm fronds, dense conifer foliage (green, golden and blue), bark texture and colour, all combine to give a contrasting and diverse landscape of high landscape and aesthetic value.

A large number of other significant memorials, statues and structures are located at key positions to enhance, frame and terminate views throughout the reserve. These include memorials to the Boer War (VHR H0382) (1904, relocated 1966), Marquis of Linlithgow (VHR H0366) (1911), George V (1937-52), Sir John Monash (1936-50), Field Marshall and Sir Thomas Albert Blamey (1960) and an Aboriginal Reburial Stone with remains of 38 people interred (1985). Buildings and structures include stables (1859); a former astronomer's residence (1863 and relocated to site adjacent to stables in 1914); a gardener’s cottage at the former Engineers' Depot (relocated c1894 from Jolimont); an Electricity Substation (c1934); Government House Guardhouse (1935); the Stapely Pavilion (1937-39); the Melbourne Grammar School Boat House (Mockridge, Stahle and Mitchell, 1953) and the Sidney Myer Music Bowl (VHR H1772, 1959).

An array of other structures, statues and memorials are found within the Parklands and these contribute interest and diversity to the landscape. These include the Water Nymph statue (1925), Apollo and Hercules statue (1928), a relocated 19th century drinking fountain, stone cairns and a horse trough (1936), Birdwood Avenue signs (1939), Peace Garden stone arbours (1946), Rotary Seat (1953), Edith Cavell Memorial (1926 and relocated 1961), E G Honey Memorial (1965), the Floral Clock (1966), Genie, Pathfinder and Phoenix statues (1970s), Walker Fountain (1981), Maltese George Cross Memorial (1994), Sir Edward 'Weary' Dunlop Memorial (1995), Tilly Aston Bell (1995), Australian Hellenic War Memorial (2001) and Victoria Police Memorial (2002).

This site is part of the traditional land of the Kulin Nation.

How is it significant?
The Domain Parklands is of historical, archaeological, aesthetic, architectural, scientific (horticultural), and social significance to the State of Victoria.

Why is it significant?
The Domain Parklands is of historical importance for its associations with the early settlement of Melbourne and the foundation of British colonial administration in Victoria. The Domain is a tangible link with the British Colonial tradition of establishing a large Government Domain surrounding the vice-regal residence. The Domain has close associations with Government House, the Observatory, the Shrine of Remembrance and the Royal Botanic Gardens, and includes memorials and statuary which reflect the links with the administration of the colony. Buildings such as the stables, former astronomer's residence, gardener's cottage and Government House Guardhouse are illustrative of the variety of activities that took place within the parklands. 

The Domain Parklands is of historical significance for its associations with important figures in Victoria, including Ferdinand von Mueller, Government Botanist (1853-96) and first Director of the Royal Botanic Gardens (1857-73), who established the initial layout and planting of the Domain; William Guilfoyle, von Mueller's successor as Director who was responsible for the late 19th century layout and planting of the Domain and Government House to Joseph Sayce's plan; Carlo Catani, Chief Engineer of the Public Works Department, who was the main influence in the design of Alexandra Avenue, Alexandra Gardens and the Queen Victoria Gardens and Hugh Linaker, prolific public landscape designer in Victoria and responsible for the layout of the King’s Domain. .

The Domain Parklands is of archaeological significance for its potential to contain historical archaeological deposits, features and/or objects associated with previous activities and uses. This may include archaeological material associated with such sites as the former Immigration Home and the Engineers' Depot. 

The Domain Parklands is of aesthetic significance for its extensive scale and collection of planting, landscape styles and features. The Domain has contrasting informal and formal areas, layers of 19th and 20th century character and features such as statuary, monuments, numerous vistas and views and picturesque boulevards and avenues, including Alexandra Avenue with its innovative design, the 1934 Hugh Linaker designed Pioneer Women's Memorial Garden of a formal layout and planting, a grotto, a fern gully in a former quarry, ponds and rockeries, and two unusual rockery fountains. Landmark views include the Yarra River from Alexandra Avenue, glimpses of the tower of Government House and the Shrine from Swanston Street and St Kilda Road. The oak, plane and elm and other tree avenues and rows along Birdwood, Linlithgow and Alexandra Avenues, the Tan, King George V path, St Kilda and Domain Roads, Jeffries Parade, are all of aesthetic significance.
The Domain Parklands is of scientific (horticultural) significance for the outstanding collection of plants, including avenues and rows, and/or specimens of Ulmus, Platanus × acerifolia, Populus Quercus, Ficus macrophylla, Eucalyptus, Araucaria,  Pinaceae,  Pinus, Cupressus, Olea and Arecaceae. 

The Domain Parklands contain buildings and structures which are of architectural significance including the Janet Lady Clarke Memorial designed by Herbert Black (1913); the Electricity Substation (c1934) and the Stapely Pavilion designed by Frank Stapely (1937-39).
The Domain Parklands is of social significance for the highly valued recreational role it holds for Victorian's, residents and visitors. The Domain continues to be a key venue for walking, cycling, rowing, jogging along the Tan, and the setting for major outdoor events such as concerts at the Sidney Myer Music Bowl, Anzac Day ceremonies, the Moomba Festival and rowing regattas.

The Aboriginal reburial site within the Domain Parklands is of social significance and potentially of spiritual significance to the Aboriginal community as a commemorative site of remembrance. It contains unprovenanced skeletal remains which represent 38 Victorian Aboriginal tribes.
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ATTACHMENT 3

PERMIT POLICY 
The purpose of the Permit Policy is to assist when considering or making decisions regarding works to the place. It is recommended that any proposed works be discussed with an officer of Heritage Victoria prior to making a permit application. Discussing any proposed works will assist in answering any questions the owner may have and aid any decisions regarding works to the place.

The extent of registration protects the whole site. The addition of new buildings and structures to the site may impact upon the cultural heritage significance of the place and requires a permit. The purpose of this requirement is not to prevent any further development on this site, but to enable control of possible adverse impacts on heritage significance during that process. All of the registered buildings and structures contribute to the significance of the place and any external alterations are subject to permit application. 

The importance of the Domain Parklands lies primarily in its layers of development and planting which combine to create a cultural landscape of considerable individuality and diversity. The conservation and management of the Domain Parklands should retain the significant historic landscape character and may be guided by the detailed study 'Domain Parklands Conservation Analysis' undertaken by John Patrick Pty Ltd in association with Allom Lovell & Associates Pty Ltd in 2003. It is recommended that a Conservation Management Plan is undertaken to assist with the future management of the cultural significance of the place.

Where below ground works are proposed at the Domain Parklands it may be necessary to obtain a permit. It is likely that some level of archaeological monitoring or investigation will be needed.

The addition of new memorials or statues to the Domain Parklands would require a permit and should take into account the location of established pathways and plantings. The installation of plaques and memorials should refer to the policy at: www.melbourne.vic.gov.au.

The Aboriginal Reburial Stone is of particular importance to the Aboriginal community and it is recommended that before a permit is sought for any work in proximity to this site, the office of Aboriginal Affairs Victoria should be consulted to confirm whether or not the activity requires a Cultural Heritage Management Plan under the Aboriginal Heritage Act 2006.

PERMIT EXEMPTIONS

General Conditions: 1. All exempted alterations are to be planned and carried out in a manner which prevents damage to the fabric of the registered place or object.

General Conditions: 2. Should it become apparent during further inspection or the carrying out of works that original or previously hidden or inaccessible details of the place or object are revealed which relate to the significance of the place or object, then the exemption covering such works shall cease and Heritage Victoria shall be notified as soon as possible. Note: All archaeological places have the potential to contain significant sub-surface artefacts and other remains. In most cases it will be necessary to obtain approval from the Executive Director, Heritage Victoria before undertaking any works that have a significant sub-surface component.

General Conditions: 3. If there is a conservation policy and plan, regard should be had for relevant assessment and policy considerations. A Conservation Management Plan or a Heritage Action Plan provides guidance for the management of the heritage values associated with the site. It may not be necessary to obtain a heritage permit for certain works specified in the management plan.

General Conditions: 4. Nothing in this determination prevents the Executive Director from amending or rescinding all or any of the permit exemptions.

General Conditions: 5. Nothing in this determination exempts owners or their agents from the responsibility to seek relevant planning or building permits from the responsible authorities where applicable.

Minor Works : Note: Any Minor Works that in the opinion of the Executive Director will not adversely affect the heritage significance of the place may be exempt from the permit requirements of the Heritage Act. A person proposing to undertake minor works must submit a proposal to the Executive Director. If the Executive Director is satisfied that the proposed works will not adversely affect the heritage values of the site, the applicant may be exempted from the requirement to obtain a heritage permit. If an applicant is uncertain whether a heritage permit is required, it is recommended that the permits co-ordinator be contacted.

Landscape:
* The process of gardening, including mowing, hedge clipping, annual bedding displays and Floral Clock planting, removal and replanting dead or diseased plants (excluding trees) to retain the historic landscape character, disease and weed control, fertilising and mulching, and maintenance to care for plants and lawns..
* Replanting the same plant species, or an approved species, in the same location or area, which conserves the significant landscape character and values including specimen trees and palms, avenues, rows, shrubberies, rose and flower beds, ferns and lawns.
* Removal of dead or dangerous trees and emergency tree works to maintain public safety and to protect buildings and structures providing the Executive Director is notified within 21 days of the removal or works occurring...
* Management of trees in accordance with Australian Standard; Pruning of Amenity Trees AS 4373-1996.
* Management of trees in accordance with Australian Standard; Protection of Trees on Development Sites AS 4970-2009.
* Subsurface works involving the installation, removal or replacement of watering and drainage systems or services, outside the canopy edge of significant trees in accordance with AS4970 and on the condition that works do not impact on archaeological features or deposits.
* Removal of plants listed as noxious weeds in the Catchment and Land Protection Act 1994.
* Vegetation protection and management of possums and vermin.
* All works to maintain the existing roadway and road safety including road maintenance, kerb and channel repairs, road marking and traffic signs.

Hard landscaping:

* Repairs and maintenance to hard landscape elements, structures, sculptures, statues, memorials, rockwork, steps, paths, gutters, drainage and irrigation systems, edging, fences and gates and lighting.
* All works to maintain the existing roadway and road safety including road maintenance, kerb and channel repairs, road marking, speed humps, pedestrian refuges and splitter islands within the existing roadway, and the installation of pedestrian crossings, traffic signs, signals, fire hydrants, parking meters and post boxes.

Buildings and Structures (including Features):
Buildings, Structures and Features not specified in the extent of registration
* Works, including demolition or removal and internal modification (but not additions) to non-registered buildings on registered land.
* Repainting previously painted surfaces in the same colour.

Buildings, Structures and features specified in the extent of registration
Exterior
*Minor repairs and maintenance.
* Removal of extraneous items such as external lighting, air conditioners, pipe work, ducting, flues, wiring, antennae, aerials, fly screens etc. and making good
* Painting of previously painted external fabric with same colour.
* Conservation works, including treatments to stabilise and protect timber, metal and masonry structures, cleaning and other classes of conservation works, providing they are undertaken with appropriate specialist advice.
Interior
* Interior works to the registered buildings are permit exempt providing such work has no effect on the exterior of the buildings.
Events:
* All events and associated infrastructure that have no impact on buildings, structures and features, trees and beds, and is outside the tree protection zone are permitted for a period of up to 14 days. 
* Events of a longer period or having the potential to impact on trees, beds, lawns, buildings and features will require the submission of a management plan to be approved by the Executive Director. In this case the event would normally be considered under the Minor Works provisions of the permit exemptions and s66(3) Heritage Act 1995.
Park furniture:

* Installation of standard City of Melbourne park furniture, including seats, bins, signage, bollards, lights and drinking fountains outside tree protection zone, monument and statue settings and significant view lines.
*Within Rotary Park, installation of plaques to identify commemorative trees, in the same style as those currently in use.
