14 Branchis
recommendedasa separateregistrationrather than asanamendmentto VHRH2086 asit is not directly
connectedto the EightHour Daymovementand unlikethe bannerswhichmakeup VHRH2086the Banner
of the AMAA MaldonNo. 14 Branchis ownedby andlocatedin the Maldon DistrictMuseum Maldon.

WHAT IS HE OBJECT

The Bannerof the AMAA Maldon No. 14 Branchis locatedin the Maldon Museum,Maldon. Thedouble-
sidedbannermeasuref267cmhighx 388cmwide, andis madeof machinesewncotton andwool fabricsset
in doublelayers.Both sidesof the bannerhavea centralpanelof red cotton twill and a border of blue wool
with three white wool starssewnacrossthe top and bottom borders.Oneside hasan imagepaintedin oil
on canvasof two malefiguresshakinghandswhichis surroundedby gold painted mottos. Thereverseside
of the banneralso hasgold paintedwording.

WHATISTHEHISTOR®OFTHEOBJECT?

TheBannerof the AMAA Maldon No. 14 Branchwascreatedin 1888.Themakeris not known. Thebanner
wasdisplayedby the Maldon Branchof the AMAAduring union paradesup until World War |, andin Easter
paradesuntil the 1970s.lt is currently displayedn the Maldon Museum.The tradition of paradeswherethe

bannersof unionsand friendly societieswere displayedoriginatedin Britain. Thefirst paradesand banners
in Victoriafocusedon the EightHour DayMovement,but asunionswere formed, bannerswere createdasa

meansof identity. Thefirst unionswere formedin the 1860son the Victoriangoldfieldsto protectthe rights
of miners as large company mineswere established.In 1874, these individual unions united to form the

AmalgamatedMinersQAssociationfAMA)and at a meetingin Maldonin 1884,the AMAbecamethe AMAA

the first intercolonialunionin Australig with branchesn TasmaniaFarNorth Queenslancdand New Zealand.

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historical document associatedwith an early intercolonial trade union for which there is little surviving

The extent of registration of the Bannerof the AMAA Maldon No. 14 Branchin the Victorian Heritage
Registeraffects the whole object. Underthe Heritage Act 2017 a personmust not remove or demolish,
damageor despoil,developor alter or excavate relocateor disturb the position of any part of a registered
placeor object without approval.lt is acknowledgedhowever,that conservationrmay be requiredto keep
placesandobjectsin goodrepairandadap them for useinto the future.

If a personwishesto undertakeworksor activitiesin relationto aregisteredplaceor registeredobject, they
must apply to the ExecutiveDirector, HeritageVictoriafor a permit. The purposeof a permit is to enable
appropriatechangeto a placeor object andto effectivelymanageadverseimpactson the cultural heritage
significanceof a placeor object asa consequenceof change.lf an owner is uncertainwhether a heritage
permitisrequired,it isrecommendedhat HeritageVictoriabe contacted.

Peamits are required for anythingwhich alters the placeor object, unlessa permit exemption is granted.
Permitexemptionsusuallycoverroutine maintenanceand upkeepissuesfacedby ownersaswell asminor
worksor worksto the elementsof the placeor object that are not significant.Theymayincludeappropriate
worksthat are specifiedin a conservationrmanagemenplan. Permitexemptionscanbe grantedat the time
of registration(under s.49(3)of the HeritageAct 2017) or after registration(unders.920f the HeritageAct
2017).

Thesignificanceof the objectliesin its rarity andintactnessasa union banner.Theentire registeredobject
is integralto the significanceof the object and any alterationsthat impacton its significanceare subjectto
permit application.All storage andexhibitionlocations,methodsand materialsmustbe designedo prevent
light damageto the colours,damagefrom handlingand other deterioration. Formalarrangementsshould
alsobe madeto ensurethe conservationand survivalof the object, and to ensurethat it remainspublicly
accessiblen the eventof the closureof the museum.

HISTORY

TheBannerof the AMAA MaldonNo. 14 Branchis a trade union bannerwhichwasdisplayedoy the Maldon
Branchof the AMAA at meetings,events and processims from 1888 until World War |. The AMAAwas
formed in 1884 and was the first intercolonial union in Australia,with branchesin Tasmaniafar North
QueenslandandNew Zealand.

Historyof Banners

The tradition of paradeswhere the bannersof unionsand friendly societieswere displayedoriginatedin

Britain. Thefirst paradesand bannersin Victoriafocusedon the EightHour Day Movement, but as unions
were formed, bannerswere created as a means of identity for the various organisations.They were

elaboratelypainted with imageryand wording usuallyhad tasselsand fringing and were of a large scaleto

allow for their prominentdisplayon horsedrawn carts. Theimageryincludedtools and emblemsassociated
with the varioustrades,and mottos espousinghe beliefsand visionof the particularunion or organisation.
Figures depicted were usually men and if women were included, they were usually depicted as
representationsof idealssuchastruth andwisdom.

Mining unions

Thefirst mining unionsin Victoria were establishedin the 1860sto protect the conditionsand wagesof
miners on the goldfieldswhen mining evolvedfrom the use of labour intensive, simple surfacefocused
techniques undertaken by individual miners, to the establishmentof large mining companies.Initially
establishedn eachminingarea, the individualunionsunited in 1874to form the AMA Most brancheshad
large bannerswhich were displayedduring parades as symbolsof pride and solidarity and as a meansof
visualidentification.

In March 1872, the Bendigoa A y SANdddationheld the first annuala A Yy SPitBic@nd SportsDay; an

eventwhichwasto definethe Y A y SiNdRsi It was held at Ravenswoodand an estimated3,000 people
attended. In addtion to sportssuchas quoits, foot racing,and hop, skipand jump; there wasan open air

meetingwhere RobertClark,President of the BendigoMinersQAssociationstated that the picnicwasalso
beingheldto celebratethe increasingsucces®f the agitationfor an eight hour day system.Threemonths
after the RavenswoodPicnicand SportsDay,gold minersat Bendigowere awardedan eight hour working
day, reputedly the first minersin the world to win the Eigh Hour Day battle. Thiswas one of the most
important industrial reforms won by unionistsin the nineteenth century. Sportsand picnic days became
annualevents,commencingwith a processionn whichthe union bannerswere displayed.Theywere fund

raisingevents,often declaredpublic holidaysby the mining companiesand attended by huge crowds. For
examplethe a A y S\BEBcfatiorSportsDayat Creswickn 1882attracted 7,000peoplewith approximately
1,700participantsin the paradewhichwas1.2 kilometresin length.

In June 1874, a conferenceof the individual minerassociationswas held at Bendigo. The principal
discussiorfocused on the formation of a union which would combire the multiple district unionsand this
resultedin the establishmentof the AMA. Asthe BendigoAdvertiserreported, the philosophyof mutual
satisfactionwasto continueto guidethe new associatiorg, there canbe no questionin the world that it will
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be better for both mastersand menthat a unionof the sortto be formed,shouldexist. Solong asonesideis
not unreasonablewe are quite satisfiedthat the other will not be X the designof men, being selfishand
corrupt,mustberesistedandR S T S I TheSeSeftimentsare expressedn the mottos on the Bannerof the
AMAA MaldonNo. 14 Branch.

While upholdingreconciliationand industrialharmony,the AMA reservedthe right to industrialactionif its
legitimate claims were denied. Throughthe AMA, miners had the combined strength to dispute wage
reductions,defective equipment and poor working conditions. Theywent on strike to protect their rights
andanyminerwho filled the placeof a union memberwasdisqualifiedfrom joiningthe AMA.

In October1884,39 delegatesfrom the 20 branchesof the AMA held a conferencein the MasonicHall at
Maldon. Thismeeting resultedin further amalgamationwith other unionsincludingthe New SouthWales
Coalminer€Unionto form ! dza ( NirstfinkeFc@oialunion, the AMAA Unionruleswere basedon those
of the National Miners' Associationof Great Britain with a decentralisedorganisationalstructure with
brancheswhichwere kept in closecontactwith the dzy” A ZeAttakcommittee through stewardsappointed
at each mine. In 1888, union membershipin all Bendigo mines was made compulsory. These were
progressiveachievementswhich were later adopted by the emergingrural workerQunions. The AMAA
presencespreadfrom central Victorian goldmines,to all Victorian mining fields, and within a decadeto
TasmaniafFarNorth Queenslandind New Zealand.

Historyof the Maldonbanner

Maldon AMAA held its first Sports Day in 1883 and borrowed a banner from CreswickBranch. They
continued to borrow bannersuntil 1888 when the existingbanner was deliveredto Maldon by William
Guthrie Spence Secretaryof the AMAA. The doublesidedbannerwas designedto be suspendedrom its
upperedgeon a horizontalrod andto be viewablefrom both sides.Duringparades,t wasdisplayedon the
backof a horse drawn cart, and later a truck, when the horizontal rod was supportedby vertical rods in
combinationwith supportingstaysandrigging.

Thegoldindustrybeganto declinearound World War | when gold productionbeganto decreasea | f R2 y Q &
mainmine, the North Britishmine closedin 1914andled to the demiseofa | f R giyligy@dustryandthe
annualsportsdayparadesceased.

In 1918, the AMAA becamepart of the AustralianWorkerQUnion. Unlike other unions, no substantial
archivalrecordsof the AMA or the AMAAsurvive.Thesurvivingbanner, together with the Stawellbanner,
therefore providesthe most tangiblerecord of the dzy” A Zaspi€ationsand an insightinto the characterof
nineteenthcenturyminers.

Althoughthe AMAA ceasedas a union, the bamer of the AMAA Maldon No. 14 Branchcontinuedto be
displayedin the (i 2 ¢ yirddal EasterFair paradesuntil the 1970s.lt is likely that this was due to the

formation of the Maldon FraternalSocietyduring World War | and its associationfrom 1918to 1974 with

The EightHour Day Trade Union Bannes collectionis of historical and socialsignificanceto the State of

Victoria. It compriseseight bannerscreated between 1890 and 1916. Thefirst EightHour Day procession
washeld in Melbournein 1856to celebratethe winningof the eight-hour workingday by buildingworkers,

one of the most important industrial reforms won by unionistsin the nineteenth century. The march

becameMelbourne's biggestannualprocessionand processionsvere alsoheld in regionaltowns. Theday

was declared a public holiday in 1879, and renamed Labour Day in 1934. The major features of the

processionsvere the largetrade union banners,mounted and carried behind horsedrawn carriagesor on

floats. Oneside of the bannerwasusuallya realisticdepiction of the particular trade, includingassociated
materials, tools and skills, while the other displayedallegoricalfigures and symbols.The Eight Hour Day
TradeUnionBannersare of historicaland socialsignificancdor their important associationsvith the history

of trade unionism in Victoria and with the Eight Hour Day movement. They are important historical
documentswhichdemonstratethe concernsof workers,the nature of their work andthe identity of unions,
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as well as being powerful symbolsof the role of unions in advancingconditions and wagesfor working
people. The bannersare rare survivingexamplesof nineteenth and early twentieth century trade union
bannersand representthe only substantialcollectionin Victoriaand one of only two major EightHour Day
bannercollectionsin Australia.

Stawell AMA Banner, Stawell

The Stawell AMA Banneris a large cloth banner with painted illustrations and mottos, and cords and
fringing. One side commemoratesthe Eight Hour Day movement with a central image surrounded by
mottos referencingthe movement. Theother sidecommemorateshe StawellAMAwith two male figures
representinglabour and capital shakinghands. The bannerwas createdin 1904 as a replica of an earlier
banner.It wassupportedon an upper horizontalrod and displayedon the backof a horseand dray during
the annual Sporting Day processionuntil 1909 when the paradesceaseddue to a lack of interest. It
remainedin storageuntil it wasconservedanddisplayedn its currentlocationin StawellTownHallin 1990.
It is of historicalsignificancdor its associatiorwith the develgoment of the union movementin Victoriaand
with the AMAA in particular.

The Waterside2 2 NJ Sed&ationBannerwas createdin 1949 by artist RichardOvenden.lt is a large
double sided canvasbannerwith imageryand mottos paintedin oil paint on both sides althoughonly one
sideis currentlyvisible Thebannerhangson awall, suspendedy its top crossbar andthe visiblesidehasa
central female figure in white robesholding a torch with a wharf, shipsand a massedcrowd at the base
Mottos and wording surround the image. The Waterside2 2 NJ FedBraion (WWF)was a national
organisationformed in 1902 with stronglinksto the AustralianLaborParty. The WWFemergedfrom the
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MelbourneWharf[ | 6 2 dzMiSrNMVYLU)whichwasformed in 1885and playeda significantpart in the
nationalstrike of the late 1880sknown as the Maritime Strikeandinvolvingmanytrades.

Banneralsomakesno referenceto the EightHour DayMovementbut it wascreatedat a much later date
when the significanceof the Movementhad decreasedUnlikeother unions,there is no substantialarchival
recordof AMAA.
